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Methodology

Sample of 1,590 people, representative of the South
Africa population aged 18 and over.

The sample was compiled according to the quota
method, based on the criteria of gender, age, ethnicity
and region of residence.

The sample was interviewed online via Computer
Assisted Web Interview (CAWI) system and by
Mobile phone (CATI system) .

The interviews were conducted from May 14 to May 
20 2024. 

OpinionWay conducted this survey in accordance with 
the procedures and rules of the ISO 20252 standard.

The results of this survey must be read taking into account the margins of uncertainty: 1.2 to 2.7 points
at most for a sample of 1600 respondents.
